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Celebrate Easter with Special Worshlp Services

Maundy Thursday Communion
Service will be held in the Sanctuary April 1 at
6:30 p.m. Also known as Holy Thursday, this
service is observed in commemoration of the
Last Supper with the Disciples on the day
before Jesus Christ was crucified.

Good Friday Tenebrae Service is at
6:30 p.m. April 2 in the Sanctuary. Tenebrae
(Latin for "shadows" or "darkness") contains
readings from the gospels which describe the
time between the Last Supper and the Passion
of Christ. Often included are the last seven
sayings of Jesus, along with the gradual
extinguishing of candles, ending the service in
darkness and silence.

Easter Sunday is April 4, and worship
services begin with the Sunrise Service at
6:00 am. in our Palm Court. A continental
breakfast will be served afterward. Traditional Easter Services will be held at 8:00 and 9:15 a.m.
in the Sanctuary. Contemporary Easter Worship is at 10:30 a.m. in Souers Hall. We will continue
our tradition of "Flowering the Crosses" at all Easter services except at 6:00 a.m., so please plan
to bring fresh flowers to add to these beautiful and symbolic crosses.

Easter is the busiest time of the year at our
church.  More people typically attend on
Easter morning than even our very busy
Christmas Eve services. In the early church,
Easter (the resurrection) was celebrated every
Sunday. Sunday (the first day of the week),
instead of Saturday (the Sabbath), became
the day Christians met because it was the day
Christ rose from the grave. Christmas was not
actually celebrated in the church until the
fourth century!

This service commemorates the Last
Supper when Jesus and his disciples met in
the upper room for the Passover meal just
prior to his arrest. April communion will be
served in this service.

At 6:30 p.m. on Good Friday, we will
celebrate with a Tenebrae Service. Tenebrae
i n Latin means
commemor ates the
trial, betrayal, and crucifixion. This service is
conducted in dim light as seven candles are
extinguished during readings of the events of
the passion. The choir will perform an anthem
during this service. The service ends in
darkness when the last candle, representing
the crucifixion, is extinguished.

Easter Sunday begins with the Sunrise
Service in the Palm Court at 6:00 a.m. This
powerful service offers a dramatic contrast to
the Tenebrae Service of Good Friday. The

chancel choir will perform and the
congregated faithful will sing the powerful
hymn AChri st Ar oseo

On Easter morning, we will have our usual
three Sunday services at 8:00, 9:15 and
10:30. In each of these services, we will have
acrosswhi ch we wi | | Afl o
covered with wire that we load with flowers
brought by church members; we encourage
you to bring a few cut flowers to add to the
cross. The flowering of the cross powerfully
represents the transformation of the cross
from an instrument of Roman execution to a
symbol of freedom and life because of the
resurrection of Christ.
