In addition, there are plans for a 
“Wall of Service” to honor those who have 
served in the military and a “Wall of Memory” 
to place the names of those interred 
elsewhere whom family members wish to 
honor. 
     The goal of the expansion is to stay as 
close as possible to the look and motif of the 
original Garden.  It is also planned to 
renovate the original Garden so that both 
sides look equally as nice.  This renovation 
will include repair of the fountain, sealing and 

repainting the walls, a new sprinkler system 
and new sod. 
     Please forgive the mess and 
inconvenience caused by the expansion, and 
please be patient as work progresses in the 
current Garden.  Our hope is that within a few 
months we will have a lovely expansion and a 
renovated Garden which will make us all 
proud.
